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1. Welcome and PRDLA Business Meeting 
Tony Ferguson, Chair, called the meeting to order and welcomed the PRDLA members, PNC members and observers. Tony welcomed and introduced 2 new PRDLA members Yan Jinweu from Wuhan University Library and Gary Strong from UCLA. Tony thanked Diane Perushek (PRDLA local arrangements coordinator) and Simon Lin and Academia Sinica of PNC for co-hosting the meeting.
Attendees introduced themselves.
Tony welcomed the new Steering Committee member and incoming Chair, Catherine Quinlan, University Librarian, University of British Columbia, Vancouver.
There were no changes to the minutes of the Oct 2004 Taipei Meeting. The minutes were accepted as circulated.
Tony presented the budget and reported that the financial health of PRDLA was in very good shape. 
Tony informed the members that the Secretariat would move to University of British Columbia and would work with SNU for the Seoul 2007 Meeting.  Gerard Law, the new Secretariat and Catherine Quinlan’s assistant, was introduced.
Tony reported that future meeting sites would be Seoul (2006), U California Berkeley (2007) and another venue on the Asia side of the Pacific Rim. Peter Zhou suggested Beijing.
Brian asked if PRDLA planned to continue scheduling its meetings jointly with PNC. Tony recollected that the PRDLA Steering Committee (SC) agreed to have joint PRDLA/PNC meetings for 2 years, the first was held in Taipei, 2004. A survey among members has shown that 81% thought it was good to have joint meetings. Brian encouraged the SC to keep this question in mind and check with the membership on a regular basis.  
Tony introduced the meeting program and encouraged the membership to focus on identifying what kind of projects they think PRDLA should support in the coming year(s).

Notes on Follow up to 2004:  Access to Member Resources

3.1 Xue Fangyue from Tsinghua University presented the ILL project findings and concluded that all members were interested in a PRDLA ILL and document delivery. The majority would not offer discounts to members. It was suggested that PRDLA support an experiment with a no fee model to begin January 2006. The lending library will pay the cost of lending and the borrowing library will pay the cost of returning. Members will review the experiment at the next membership meeting and resolve any issues arising.

3.2 Jim Cheng from UCSD presented the findings of the metadata project management and concluded that it is vital to establish a communications channel, such as a listserv, to encourage input of data into the project management system.  PRDLA should invest approx. $1400 and appoint a manager to monitor and implement the project.

Jim noted that managing the metadata project is logistically challenging and there is a need for an editor to compile and verify the data of each PRDLA institution
Tony called for an approval of US$1000 to get the project started. Each institution should provide a digitized collection for this project.  There was general support for this suggestion.  It was agreed that the Steering Committee would discuss this initiative further.
Luc Declerck updated the members on digital discovery access methods and presented an evaluation of the various technical options identified at the Taipei Meeting 2004. Members had a wide-ranging discussion and concluded that the digitization project should be developed under OAI.  It was recommended that a new chair be nominated to develop an action plan, establish a working group and get this project underway.  
Tony thanked the presenters and said that their recommendations would be considered by the Steering Committee at its next meeting.
