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1. Welcome PRDLA Business Meeting 
Ms. Quinlan called the meeting to order and welcomed PRDLA members to Seoul National University. Ms. Quinlan expressed her thanks to SNU for hosting PRDLA’s 2006 meeting.

Ms. Quinlan invited Dr. Nam-Jin Huh from SNU to say a few words. Dr. Huh informed PRDLA members that he has stepped down as the Director General for SNU Library. He introduced Dr. Myung-Jin Park as the new Director General. Dr. Park thanked Dr. Huh for all his hard work in organizing the PRDLA meeting. She welcomed PRDLA delegates to SNU and encouraged everyone to explore the library and campus. 

Ms. Quinlan welcomed the seven new PRDLA members: Korea University, La Ka Shing Library at Singapore Management University, National Taiwan University Library, Run Run Shaw Library at the City University of Hong Kong, University of Otago, Victoria University of Wellington and Yonsei University.
Ms. Quinlan introduced the steering committee and delegates introduced themselves to the group.

Ms. Polinsky presented a brief financial report. PRDLA has a balance of $186,301 (Canadian) and is financially healthy. 
2. Minutes from the 2005 Meeting in Honolulu
There were no changes to the minutes from the 2005 Meeting in Honolulu. The minutes were accepted as circulated. There was no business arising from the minutes.
3.  Committee Reports

(a) Membership Report

Ms. Perushek reported that PRDLA invited 17 libraries to join the Alliance. Seven libraries accepted, one declined, one is considering the invitation and eight have not responded.

(b) ILL Report

Ms. Sun delivered the ILL report for Professor Xue who was unable to attend the meeting. She reported that there are 17 members participating in the project and 13 of those have submitted their project statistics. To date, 223 ILL requests have been made. Eleven institutions have made requests and fifteen institutions have filled requests. The preliminary results show that most of the borrowing traffic flows from west to east. Ms. Sun reported that there has been some confusion about the 50 requests rule. Some institutions interpreted it to be 50 requests per member library (50 requests X the # of members) while others interpreted it to mean 50 requests in total. Other challenges include no common ILL system between members, differing copyright restrictions, multilingual document request and lack of a union catalogue. Overall, the results from the first six months indicate that there is considerable interest in the project.
(c) OAI Report

Mr. Palmer provided a brief overview of the OAI pilot. The PRDLA Archive, hosted by HKU, harvests data 24 members using the DSpace platform. The pilot runs from April 2006 to March 2007. Mr. Palmer provided a demonstration of the PRDLA Archive. He outlined some of the challenges of the project including the scalability of DSpace, inconsistent data and the right to access non-local data. He suggested that possible future work could include statistics collection, Yahoogle’s robots, Elsevier’s Scirus, a common-themed database and a survey of PRDLA members to determine the usefulness of the project.
4. Conclusion

Ms. Quinlan outlined the PRDLA sessions, social activities and cultural tours for the next several days. She thanked all the delegates for attending this year’s meeting.
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
